Cross the Atlantic to Morocco, where cosmopolitan cities such as Marrakesh, Casablanca, Rabat, Tangier, and
Tétouan await. Go behind the scenes in their towering mosques, tiled palaces, and splendid private gardens; enjoy hands-on
ceramics workshops in Safi, Morocco's pottery capital; and even tour fashion designer Yves Saint Laurent’s cobalt-blue
Marrakesh villa.

Savor the experience of cruising through the ancient Pillars of Hercules, where the Mediterranean narrows through
the Strait of Gibraltar. Arriving near Gibraltar's iconic Rock, descend into a 34-mile tunnel complex constructed during
World War Il, an underground fortress that once protected 16,000 British troops.

Your story continues in Andalusian Spain, where visits include inside looks at the world’s largest Gothic cathedral
and Europe’s oldest occupied royal residence in Seville. In Jerez, where you'll taste sherry once reserved for kings, you
may go behind the scenes in one of the world's most prestigious classical riding academies.

Conclude in Portugal’s Algarve region, where you will stand at the very point from which Henry the Navigator
launched his Atlantic expeditions and experience a powerful guided visit to the site of Europe’s first market for the trafficking of
enslaved people. Disembark in Lisbon, where you may participate in an optional two-night postlude from May 9 to 11, 2026.

Learn about Lanzarote’s unique winemaking process in these
volcanic vineyards.

Discover more about pottery
traditions on a guided tour of the National Ceramics Museum.

MONDAY, MAY 4: CASABLANCA / RABAT
From Casablanca, Morocco's largest city and chief port, choose
among these options:

Morning Option 1: Cadiz Exploration. Discover Cadiz, one
of Western Europe'’s oldest cities. Visit the 18th-century Catedral
de la Santa Cruz and enter the Oratorio de la Santa Cueva to view
three canvases by Francisco Goya.

Morning Option 2: Jerez Equestrian Art. At the globally
prestigious Royal Andalusian School of Equestrian Art, enjoy
a performance of classical dressage and exclusive behind-the-
scenes access to the stables and training areas.
