Day 4| Ottawa | Rigaud | Montreal

Depart for Ottawa, Canada.4® Upon arrival,
transfer to the Lord Elgin Hotel. Later tonight,
gather for a Welcome Reception and Dinner.

Day 2| Ottawa

Enrichment: History of Canada.

Ottawa Walking Tour. Incorporated as a

city in 1855, Ottawa was selected by Queen
Victoria to be the capital two years later. Hear
about Ottawa’s origins and evolution as you see
the grand Gothic Revival government buildings
on Parliament Hill, the National War Memorial,
scenic Major’s Hill Park and other highlights.
After the tour, head to the bustling ByWard
Market District for lunch with your group.
National Gallery of Canada. At the nation’s
premier art institution, admire fine paintings,
sculptures, photographs and decorative
objects by Indigenous and Canadian artists

as well as European and American art.

Free Time: Make your own dinner plans.
Day 3| Ottawa

Canadian Museum of History. Gain insights
about the rich cultures of the many peoples

of Canada, including the First Nations, Métis
and Inuit, on a guided tour. The museum also
boasts a spectacular collection of totem poles.

Take a break for lunch at a restaurant.

Rideau Canal Cruise. Travel along this historic
engineering marvel, a UNESCO World Heritage
site, aboard a 100% electric vessel. Completed
in 1832, it stretches roughly 126 miles from
Ottawa to Kingston and is the best-preserved
slackwater canal in North America.

Free Time: Your evening is at leisure.

Check out this morning and depart by motor
coach for Montreal with a stop in Rigaud.
@AHI Connects | Sucrerie de la Montagne.
Step back in time at this family-owned sugar
shack set in a maple forest near Rigaud. Watch
maple syrup being produced the old-fashioned
way as the father-and-son team taps the trees,
extracts the sap and cooks it over wood-fired
equipment using age-old processes. Afterward,
savor a satisfying lunch featuring homemade
ingredients, folk music and lots of maple syrup!

Check in to the InterContinental Montreal.

Old Montreal Walking Tour. Canada’s
second-largest city was founded in 1642 by

a group of French Catholics on an island where
the St. Lawrence and Ottawa rivers converge.
Today, Montreal is one of North America’s most
cosmopolitan cities, fiercely proud of its French
heritage and imbued with a charismatic blend
of Old-World ambience and modernity. Stroll
to see the Place d’Armes, dominated by the




Basilique Notre-Dame de Montreal, and lively
Place Jacques-Cartier, the gateway to the Old
Port. Walk along buzzing Rue Saint-Paul and
check out the ornate Montreal City Hall, the
Neoclassical Bonsecours Market and more.

Free Time: Pursue your own interests tonight.

Day 5| Montreal

St. Joseph's Oratory. Take a guided tour of
this Roman Catholic basilica, Canada’s largest
church and a national shrine, in Mont Royal
Park. Then, visit the colorful Jean-Talon Market
with leisure time for lunch and shopping.
AURA at Basilique Notre-Dame de Montreal.
Take in @ marvelous light show that showcases
the basilica’s breathtaking interior.

Enjoy a post-show dinner at a steakhouse.
Day 6| Montreal

Habitat 67. This groundbreaking, modular
residential complex was designed by architect
Moshe Safdie for the 1967 World Exposition.
Study the details of this innovative architectural
icon up close during a guided visit.

Bourgie Hall. Attend a musical performance
tonight at this intimate venue, a former church

adorned with stunning stained-glass windows,
on the Montreal Museum of Fine Arts campus.

Day 7| Wendake | Québec City

Check out today and depart for Wendake.
Once you arrive, tuck into lunch at a restaurant
that specializes in Indigenous cuisine.
Traditional Huron Site. Learn about the
customs, beliefs and historical struggles of the
Huron-Wendat Nation at a recreated Wendat
village. Visit the longhouse and smokehouse
and delve into sweat lodge purification rituals.

Continue to Québec City and check in
to the Clarendon Hotel.

Day 8| Old Québec

Enrichment: Spotlight on Québec City.

Old Québec Walking Tour. In 1608, French
explorer Samuel Champlain founded the first
permanent French settlement here on Cape
Diamond. Explore Old Québec’s Upper and
Lower Towns, a UNESCO World Heritage site.
Marvel at the impressive, 17th-century fortified
walls and ramparts; the majestic, turreted
Chéateau Frontenac, a railway hotel built in

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1892; and other elegant landmarks. Ride by
funicular to the Lower Town and revel in the
historic character of lovely Place Royale and
the picture-perfect, narrow lanes of the Petit
Champlain district, where you’ll have free time
to choose a cozy spot for lunch.
Cathedral-Basilica of Notre-Dame de
Québec & the Citadelle. Tour Québec City’s
splendid cathedral-basilica that dates to 1647.
Next, enter the imposing Citadelle de Québec,
fortified by the British from 1820 to 1831, for
a guided tour of this National Historic Site.

Free Time: Set your own agenda this evening.

Day 9| Montmorency Falls |
fle d’'Orléans | Québec City

Montmorency Falls & ile d'Orléans. Get
fantastic views of these cascading waters,
almost 100 feet higher than Niagara Falls,
from a cable car. Set off later for fle d’Orléans
and relish its picturesque rural scenery and
laid-back vibe, along with the farm-fresh treats
and artisanal goods of the island’s six villages.
Along your route, sample wines at a winery.
Gather for a celebratory Farewell Reception
and Dinner at a restaurant in Québec City.

Day 10 | In Transit

After breakfast, transfer to the airport
for your return flight home. 43
